Its mainly
aboriginal clientele is in need of food, shelter, clothing,
medical attention, counselling and life skills
development. Currently the center is lead by Rev.
Henry Hildebrand and in September the Mission &
Outreach Team was visited by Michelle Queen who is
now a program coordinator for reconciliation sessions.

Westboro Food Bank at All Saints Church

As the summer vacation period draws near,
members of the congregation are asked to
remember that the needs of the financially
disadvantaged residents of the Westboro region,
who come to the Food Bank at All Saints’ Anglican
Church at the rate of 200 to 250 per month,
continue during the summer.

We at Westminster can take pride in being one of a
growing number of Westboro churches and
businesses whose generosity supports the
important work of this local charity. Two examples
of contributions by area businesses: during April,
clients of the Curves Fitness and Exercise Facility
donated $1,600, and Starbucks continues to give
the Food Bank its day-old treats. But in spite of this
support — in addition to the weekly delivery from
The Ottawa Food Bank — All Saints’” Church
contributes about $600 to $1,000 per month as well
as the space in which the Food Bank operates.

| am delighted to be able to report that All Saints’
Food Bank has just received a $10,000 Trillium
grant which will cover the costs of replacing its
aged freezer with a new energy-efficient model and
also a refrigerator which will, for the first time, allow
the Food Bank to accept and distribute perishables.
Remaining monies from this grant will go to
refurbish the counters and storage shelving.

So, even if during the summer you may not make it
out to church every Sunday, you can still drop off
some non-perishables, using the Care and Share
Baskets, whenever the church premises are open.
